This often
results in a late release of registration information.

We also understand our online registration system can be frustrating. We are exploring
options to migrate our data to a more substantial database management and registration
system. Our goal is to ultimately make registration smooth and seamless for all families.
We appreciate your patience while we explore all avenues available to our organization.
